HONORS FRESHMAN LITERATURE AND COMPOSITION HN Course 053105A and 053105B
Grade: 9. two credits (Enzlish)

Prerequisite: Honors identification or application, motivation and task commitment.

Fee: Students are required to purchase a grammar workbook and aliterary terms booklet for approximately
$25.00. The books will be distributed by their classroom teachers. As part of their summer reading. students will
need to purchase from 2 local bookstore The Elements of Stvle, current edition by Strunk and White. Students
will be encouraged to purchase several novels for this course.

Description: This accelerated course is designed to engage studentsin higher order thinking skills and prepare
them for the literature-based curricula in subsequent honors and AP classes. Comument: Dropping below a “C”
